Secretary’s Report:

New Business:

They included distributing flyers about the club at local hobby shops and holding static displays at hobby shops, Virginia Bazaar, and other places in the area.  Greg McCracken said that a man had stopped at the field and told him that he was interested in joining the club.  Mark said he would contact the man at once.
Mark questioned whether the club planned to continue with the show team.  At this time, the status of the show team is open for discussion.
Mowing season is coming up and the club also needs to find additional funds to pay for gas for the mower.  Eugene said that we may need to replace the blades on the mower this year.

On behalf of the club, Greg McCracken expressed appreciation to Mark Picard for accepting the office of President, and told Mark the club would back him 100%.

Eugene Albrycht donated a hot dog lunch which was enjoyed by all.
